For Repository Server

base and web service. The server
should meet, at a minimum, the
following hardware requirements.

¢ 100 Mb Network Card

¢ 4 (B available hard disk space
after all components are installed

For Filegroup Server

The filegroup server hosts a web
service and the actual files stored by
ICOP iVAULT MMS. One or more
filegroup services may co-exist on
the same server as a repository
service. A server hosting a filegroup
should meet, at a minimum, the
following requirements.

¢ 1 GB RAM

e 2 GHz Processor

e 7200 RPM IDE Drive(s)
¢ 100 Mb Network Card

¢ 100 GB available hard drive space.

2 TB or more in a RAID configuration
recommended

For Workstation running ICOP
iVAULT MMS Client Program

For best playback performance, the
ICOP iVAULT MMS client should be
run on a workstation with the follow-
ing characteristics:

¢ Dual core processor(s)

e 3.2 GHz or faster Intel processors
or 4400+ AMD processors

NETWORK CONSIDERATIONS
Network Performance

Video surveillance files can be very
large and consume a tremendous
amount of disk space. Transferring
these files can take a considerable
amount of time compared to a typical
file exchange over a network or the
web.

Because the files are large, users
should be aware that different types
of ICOP iVAULT MMS system archi-
tectures may have drastic perfor-
mance consequences. For example,
uploading files directly onto a server
will be much faster than uploading or
transferring files over the web.
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
